A new version of Hari of Andrej Tarkovsky’s Solaris encounters
two other undead from film history: Godard’s Nana and Anton-
ionis’s Giuliana who, following a sex change, has now become Ju-
lian. Lost in an abandoned forest clearing, the three characters
attempt to have done with their past: to “find their end”, to “bury
history”, to kill themselves, to beat each other to death. The plot
is organised around a burial that never comes to a close and so
becomes an endless burial loop. The three characters are cap-
tured again and again in a present that repeats in variations.
